SNOHOMISH COUNTY PUD SYSTEM DISPATCH APPRENTICESHIP

PUD Systems Dispatchers schedule and dispatch workers, work crews, equipment, or service vehicles for conveyance of materials, freight,
or passengers, or for normal installation, service or emergency repairs rendered outside the place of business. Duties may include using
radio, telephone, or computer to transmit assignments, and compiling statistics and reports on work progress.

DEGREE

Multi-Occupational Trades ATA

The Multi-Occupational Trades ATA is a degree pathway for
individuals who have completed an approved apprenticeship
program through one of Everett CC’s apprenticeship partners.

CAREER OPTIONS

The Multi-Occupational Trades ATA qualifies one to directly
supervise and coordinate activities of construction or
extraction workers. Sample of reported job titles:
Construction Supervisor, Construction Foreman,
Construction Superintendent, Job Foreman, Field
